What to expect at a fun meet

A fun meet is an introduction to gymnastics competition.  Your child will learn a routine for each event- vault, bars, beam, and floor.  They will perform their routine in front of a judge and receive a colored ribbon for each event.  The judges do not give out scores at this level of competition.  

Each hosting gym is different, sometimes they will receive a participation medal and team trophy. Sometimes the host gym will give all the participants a gift.  We will not know exactly what day and time the competition will be until 1 to 2 weeks before, so please keep the entire weekend open.  As soon as we are informed of the meet schedule it will be posted on the bulletin board and emailed to you.  You will be provided with the websites to all gyms hosting meets we will be attending.  You can check their web sites for information about hotels, vendors, local restaurants, and directions etc.  NEVER contact a hosting gym.  If you have any questions regarding the meet ask your coach.  

Please arrive to the meet ready (hair done, leo on, etc).  Parents and gymnasts wait together as a team until your coach arrives.  Parents (and anyone watching) will have to pay admission.  There are usually vendors (t-shirts, leos, flowers, cookies, etc) concessions and a photographer (some print on site, some put photos online for you to view and purchase later) there is usually a program available to purchase.  These are just usually there, nothing is guaranteed, each meet is different.  It is nice to get together after meets to take the girls out to lunch or dinner to celebrate, they are usually starving after meets.
